PUBLIC COMMENT # 1-None
DEVELOPMENTS/SITE PLANS
“THE CASTLE,” 686 ISLAND ROAD (BLOCK 3603, LOT 1)


Ms. Strollo reviewed basic information about “The Castle,” a Board of Adjustment project.  The unique amusement “park” will include mini-golf, go-karts, bumper boats, an arcade, rock climbing, and laser tag.  Its location is in a B-3 zone.  She noted that no Ramsey ordinances reference bumper boats and the like.  At least five Board of Adjustment members must approve the project.  Parking and noise may be issues.  Mr. Morris, Mr. Nerney, and Mr. Thompson will handle “The Castle.”

PRESTIGE MINI, 925 ROUTE 17


Ms. Strollo and Mr. Thompson are handling this Planning Board project which was approved at their May 4th meeting.  The plan does not affect the footprint.  The applicant will maintain the buffer at the rear of the property.  A letter will be sent to the Planning Board, stating Environmental Commission approval, and encouraging and supporting any “green” improvements to the site/building. 
OLD BUSINESS
SUSTAINABLE JERSEY


The grant application has been filed with ANJEC to pay half of the cost of the environmental resource inventory which was last done in 1992.  The estimated cost is $10,000.  Princeton Hydro completed an inventory for Franklin Lakes which will serve as a model for Ramsey’s.  The Master Plan will be revised in 2012.  This inventory will complement that plan.  So far, two proposals have come in, one from Langan Engineering and Environmental Services, Elmwood Park, and one from Hakim Associates, Harrington Park.  The deadline for proposal submission is Friday, May 15th.  A committee consisting of Mr. Kirk, Mr. Morris, Mr. Nerney, and Ms. Strollo will review the proposals and make a recommendation to Borough Engineer Reed.   Regarding the land use pledge, Dr. Iorio, Chairman of the Planning Board, had some concerns which he addressed.  In a letter, dated April 23rd, he noted that the pledge should primarily be a reaffirmation of the principles, tenets, and statement of objectives of the Master Plan, as well as the current zoning standards, already established in the borough.  The finalized land use pledge will go into the Master Plan.  There is a University of Connecticut student, Purbita Saha, who is interested in helping with the submission of Sustainable Jersey paperwork.  Her status must be ascertained with Borough Administrator Saros.  The proposed energy audit of the renovated library will be able to utilize data which was generated during the development of the project.  One of the environmental topics for the next newsletter will be solar power.  
ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION SCHOLARSHIP

Mr. Nerney provided a draft for the $500 environmental scholarship which was discussed.  Ramsey Day and/or clean-up day could be used for point number one.  Mr. Kirk asked if the list of potential winners could be pared down so that the Environmental Commission would only need to look at a handful of applicants.  Mr. Nerney will contact Mrs. Maxwell at Ramsey High School for further information.
RAMSEY CLEAN-UP DAY

The clean-up day on Saturday, April 17th, went well although the turn-out was not as big as usual.  He thanked everyone for his or her assistance.  The Environmental Commission applied for a $300 grant for clean-up day.

Councilman Jones reported that the recent Shred-It Day was too successful.  The truck was filled an hour before the established finish.  Consequently, an additional shredding opportunity has been scheduled for Saturday, June 12th.  Additionally, there will be a Shred-It Day in October.

The Farmer’s Market, scheduled for Sundays, from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., will run from June 13th to October 31st.

A letter was sent to the Board of Adjustment stating that all buildings must be connected to public water and sanitary sewer, the go-carts must not be a source of noise pollution to area residents or businesses, and any food service must comply with NJ Sanitary Code Chapter 24.
