MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING, TUESDAY, AUGUST 31, 2010

The monthly meeting of the Pool Commission was called to order at 8:08 p.m., Tuesday, August 31, 2010, by Chairman Heller.  Also present were Mrs. Episcopo (arrived 8:13 p.m.), Mr. Kiellar (arrived 8:31 p.m.), and Mr. Truax, Commission members, Mr. Collins, Pool Manager, and Mrs. Dey, Secretary.     

In accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, public notice of the meeting was published in The Record and The Ridgewood News and posted in the Municipal Building.

Upon motion by Mrs. Episcopo, seconded by Mr. Truax, the minutes of the June 22, 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as received.        
REPORT OF THE POOL DIRECTOR


An e-mail was received from Lisa Fairman, Director of Development for Hearts & Crafts Counseling in Ramsey, indicating that her organization will not be able to use the pool this year, but she hoped that the “golden ticket” would be available for next season.  An e-mail was received from Kim Mylan regarding 2011 swimming at the pool for the campers at Camp Acorn, a non-profit day camp for disabled children.  More information is needed before a decision can be made for next season.  An e-mail was received from pool member Lynda Leto asking for the use of the pool parking lot for the Girl Scouts’ annual rummage sale.  Her request was approved.  A letter was received from Michael Adams, director of the Ramsey Office of Emergency Management, commending Joseph Boscarino who is a lifeguard and also a member of the Ramsey Ambulance Corps and OEM.  In 2011, the Pool Commissioners will consider bonuses for those lifeguards with EMT certification.  An e-mail was received from new resident Steven Ramiza who would like to visit the pool this year before joining next year.  Mr. Collins extended a manager’s guest pass to him. 

As of Sunday, August 30th, the pool finances are as follows: memberships-$203,396 ($165,629-2009, $192,440-2008), lessons-$13,010 ($11,200, $8,040), swim team-$6,390 ($7,890, $4,950), front office-$22,567 ($18,972, $14,996 which does not include the $3,000 Barracudas fee), refreshment stand-$27,714 ($27,342, $28,923), taxes-$2,086 ($2,058, $2,177), total-$275,163 ($232,091, $257,526).  

The blood-borne pathogen and Right-to-Know trainings were completed.


The third payment of $1084 was made to R & S Landscaping.  Cleaning World is charging the same as last year.  Universal Chemical’s July 22nd delivery of chlorine was paid for in the amount of $1,570.  Their August bill is outstanding.  The new exhaust fan in the refreshment stand, at a cost of $1,800, is a big improvement. 
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The swim team’s final record was 3 wins, 1 loss.  The team took third place in the championship meet at Ridgefield Park on July 31st.  Financially, the team was basically self-sufficient.  The assistant coaches were paid a total of $3,000.  

Assistant Manager Hawkins conducted a lifeguard course for two weeks in early August.  The two students in the class were hired; four or five other students had expressed interest in such training but did not attend the course.

The Ramsey High School band pool party on August 17th went well, with only one minor mishap, and was very well attended. 


Mr. Collins distributed information regarding the water leak.  The cost to conduct a comprehensive water leak detection and isolation survey of the underground water distribution network around the municipal pool is $850 per day.  It is estimated that only day is needed for the project which will be done in mid-September.  He will let the water level go down once the pool closes for the season.  The cost for the work on the return lines which was done in 2007 was $15,000.  A decision about how to proceed will be made at the September meeting.  Other projects for discussion for 2011 include a new hot water heater and a camera system upgrade.


There will be a DJ and games at the pool on Labor Day.


The out-of-town members were very positive about their experiences at the Ramsey pool.  There was a question about “early bird” fees for them which is highly doubtful.  There were forty-six out-of-town members; sixty to seventy would be optimal.    

OLD BUSINESS
The process for hiring a new manager was discussed.  Contact will be made with the New Jersey Pool Managers’ Association whose president is Bob Bollerman.  It is expected that Borough Administrator Saros will be highly involved.  Utilization of the municipal website and newspapers was mentioned as well as postings in the borough schools.  The status of the current assistant managers is uncertain at this point although neither one will be applying for the manager’s position.
