MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING, TUESDAY, JANUARY 26, 2010

The monthly meeting of the Pool Commission was called to order at 7:35 p.m., Tuesday, January 26, 2010, by Mr. Collins, Pool Manager.  Also present were Mrs. Episcopo (arrived 7:48 p.m.), Mr. Heller, Mrs. Jordan, Mr. Kiellar, and Mr. Truax, Commission members, Council Liaison Vozeh, and Mrs. Dey, Secretary.     

In accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, public notice of the meeting was published in The Record and The Ridgewood News and posted in the Municipal Building.
 


The election of officers was held, with the following results:  Mr. Truax nominated Mr. Heller as chairman, seconded by Mrs. Jordan.  There were no further nominations.  Motion carried.  Mrs. Jordan nominated Mr. Kiellar as vice-chairman, seconded by Mr. Truax.  There were no further nominations.  Motion carried.


Councilwoman Jachzel swore in Mrs. Episcopo.

Upon motion by Mr. Heller, seconded by Mr. Truax, the minutes of the December 1, 2009 meeting were unanimously approved as received.     
REPORT OF THE POOL DIRECTOR


A thank you for the ten-pass, dated January 12, 2010, was received from Maria Bogaenko of the Ramsey Public Education Foundation.  Mr. Collins completed the request form from the Junior Woman’s Club, asking for lounge chairs for the kiddie pool area.  An e-mail was received from Borough Clerk Bendian, informing the Commissioners that former Commissioner David Jones will be honored by the governing body on Wednesday, February 10th.


Payments have recently been made.  The Driscoll bill was adjusted from $744.40 to $292.80.  The New Jersey Pool Managers Association dues for the 2010 season were paid in the amount of $400.  Weekly water testing from Memorial Day through Labor Day by Garden State Labs costs $1075.  Beutel Landscaping submitted its proposal for 2010 in the amount of $9,750.  The CFM bill is still outstanding.

Mr. Collins shared responses from several pool directors [Leonia, Woodcliff Lake, Dumont, Tenakill (Tenafly), Chatham] regarding out-of-town memberships.  Out-of-town memberships were discussed at length, including the total number of out-of-town members and their fee structure.  Since the Ramsey pool is currently under-utilized as a facility, something must be done to enhance the membership.  Something similar to Leonia’s fee structure may be usable for the Ramsey pool.  The out-of-town membership policy which is developed will be subject to review at the end of the season.  
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Mr. Collins has photographs of the pool, courtesy of his daughter, Katie, which can be put on the website as part of the brochure.


Pool activities to attract membership were also discussed, including special nights for young people, adult nights, open mic/karaoke activities, movie nights, more DJs, and 
pool camp.  Successful activities at other pools will be researched.  A calendar of events for the season could be developed, posted at the pool, and made available on the borough’s website. 

The swim team schedule will also be posted on the website.


The bids for the painting of the pool will be opened on Thursday, February 18th.  The specs were the same as 2009, with the addition of a statement regarding the inspection and maintenance of drain covers.  The other bids/quotes for the 2010 season will be sent out in February and March.


Mr. Collins mentioned a newspaper article about a Woodcliff Lake councilwoman and the issues with her pool membership payment.  


Councilman Vozeh had gotten financial forms from Mr. Mathieson who will be at the February 23rd meeting with the auditors.  Those forms will be reviewed at that meeting.  2009 saw the first decline in membership which Mr. Collins remembers in fifteen years.  


There was discussion about pool badges.  The police may have a camera which could be utilized; the Rescue Squad does not.  Mr. Collins will do some research before the February meeting regarding the badges and a barcode system which would allow for swiping of the badges.  He will also secure a camera repair estimate.
