RAMSEY POOL COMMISSION

MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING, TUESDAY, JANUARY 25, 2011

The regular meeting of the Pool Commission was called to order at 7:42 p.m., Tuesday, January 25, 2011, by Mr. Collins, Pool Manager.  Also present were Mrs. Episcopo, Mr. Heller, Mrs. Jordan, Mr. Kiellar, and Mr. Truax, Commission members, Council Liaison Dillon, and Mrs. Dey, Secretary.     

In accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, public notice of the meeting was published in The Record and The Ridgewood News and posted in the Municipal Building.
 

Councilwoman Dillon swore in Mr. Heller.  Mr. Collins conducted the election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  Mr. Kiellar nominated Mr. Heller as chairman, seconded by Mr. Truax, and approved unanimously.  Mr. Kiellar’s offer to remain as vice-chairman was unanimously approved.

Upon motion by Mr. Kiellar, seconded by Mr. Heller, the minutes of the November 22, 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as received.        
REPORT OF THE POOL DIRECTOR


Mr. Collins shared further information regarding a new hot water heater as provided by Van Natta Mechanical Corp.  Their two options generated prices of $3,200 and $6,270.  Councilwoman Dillon suggested that Mr. Collins also contact Drewes Plumbing for another estimate.  

A report regarding the return lines was furnished by George Walter of Northeast Water Technology and was discussed by the Commissioners.  The suggestion regarding repair of two of the return lines would bring the total repaired to twelve.  In 2007, the cost for repair of ten return lines was $15,000.

The New Jersey Pool Managers Association will be meeting on Tuesday, March 8th.  Vendors will be in attendance at that meeting.
Eight new resumes were received in response to the latest advertisement for the position of Pool Manager.  Mr. Collins will schedule four interviews for Tuesday, February 1st (Bach, Colombo, Nolan, and Urban), with a tentative snow date of Thursday, February 3rd.  There was some discussion about questions to be asked to each of the interviewees and a salary range to be offered.  That salary range will be $15,000 to $20,000, depending upon experience.  Mr. Collins will forward the salary range information to Mr. Bollerman of the New Jersey Pool Managers Association.  

  
Mr. Collins distributed the financial reports which will be discussed in detail at the February meeting with the borough’s Chief Financial Officer, Mr. Mathieson, in 
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attendance.  Of the $56,000 surplus, $12,000 will be available in 2011.  In November, $5,000 from the salary budget was transferred to operating expenses.
At the November meeting of the New Jersey Pool Managers’ Association, new ADA requirements which will become effective on March 15, 2011 were presented.  As Mr. Collins reported, two accessible means of entry into the main pool are needed.  A sloped entry, a ramp, is estimated to cost between fifteen and twenty thousand dollars.  A hand-out from Todd Harris Co., Inc. regarding ADA-compliant lifts was discussed.  The cost of a swimming pool lift, which can be portable, is estimated to range from $8,000 to $10,000.  For the kiddie pool, one accessible sloped entry is necessary, estimated to cost between $5,000 and $7,000.  The plan complete with strategy and budget must be in print.  Mr. Kiellar will handle that aspect of the project.  Compliance is required by within eighteen months, by September 15, 2012.  Community grant money may be available.            


Mr. Collins spoke with Sandcastle Food Services, a husband and wife team with five adult children, regarding their proposal to handle the pool’s refreshment stand.  They currently do both the Millburn and the Bayonne municipal pools.  Such an operation would be helpful for the new pool manager.  The pool staff would get the stand ready for the season and handle all repairs.  

Mr. Collins will be preparing bids for the painting of both pools.  Mr. Kiellar suggested making the sandblasting of the kiddie pool an alternate.

In summary, suggested projects for 2011 include repair of two return lines, installation of a new hot water heater, installation of the main pool’s handicapped lift, and sandblasting of the kiddie pool.


The final food bill from Metropolitan in the amount of $1157.01 was reduced by a $584.59 credit, leaving an amount due of $572.42.


The large water bill in excess of $8,000, due to the leak, will be paid over time.
