RAMSEY POOL COMMISSION

MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING, MONDAY, JUNE 27, 2011

The monthly meeting of the Pool Commission was called to order at 7:15 p.m., Monday, June 27, 2011 (rescheduled from Tuesday, June 28, 2011), by Chairman Heller.  Also present were Mrs. Episcopo, Mrs. Jordan (arrived at 7:22 p.m.), Mr. Kiellar (left at 7:55 p.m.), and Mr. Truax, Commission members, Mr. Bach, Pool Manager, and Mrs. Dey, Secretary.  Council Liaison Dillon was absent.     

In accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, public notice of the meeting was published in The Record and The Ridgewood News and posted in the Municipal Building.

Upon motion by Mrs. Jordan, seconded by Mrs. Episcopo, the minutes of the May 24, 2011 meeting were unanimously approved as received.        
REPORT OF THE POOL DIRECTOR


Mr. Bach provided a three-year comparison of pool fees, as of June 27, 2011:  Membership fees-$170,995 (2011), $182,168 (2010), $137,405 (2009); swim lessons-$7,750 (2011), $10,450 (2010), $9,050 (2009); and swim team-$3,560 (2011), $5,640 (2010), $6,820 (2009); totals-$187,739 (2011), $207,599 (2010), $157,871 (2009).  Currently, there are forty out-of-town memberships and many inquiries have been received.  Mr. Bach suggested publicity in towns where there are lakes rather than pools.

Regarding patron complaints, there have been some regarding the cold water due to refilling the pool because of the leak.  The protocol which is followed should there be a “poop” incident is now posted.  Mr. Bach noted that Garden State Labs does regular water testing.  The usual swim lesson schedule had been changed by Mr. Collins.  Instead of lessons starting in June, the first lesson session starts on Tuesday, July 5th, with no lessons on July 4th.  The result was some confusion and Mr. Bach is re-scheduling anyone who registered for the expected June lessons.

The volunteer lists from the Fire Department, Ambulance Corps, Rescue Squad, and OEM will be secured from the various organizations by Mrs. Dey.

In order to be ready, Mr. Kiellar secured an old bid spec to follow when a bid packet needs to be submitted for any upcoming pool work.


Mr. Bach visited the Wayne pool which recently completed renovations.  It was suggested that the Pool Commissioners visit that pool as well as Glen Rock’s.


Mr. Bach reported that the main pool and the kiddie pool have had separate piping since 1994.  In the late 1980s, the older piping was replaced by PVC piping.
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June 27, 2011

The basketball courts are being used a lot.  Lines were painted on the courts.  Other activities for children were discussed.


Regarding the pool leak, Mr. Bach will be meeting with a representative from Mac Masonry who had been recommended by Atlantic Leak.  

Mr. Bach reported that the 2010 water still has not been paid.  A considerable amount of interest has been added to the bill.  A portion of the balance will be paid.  


DPW will not cut the lawn.  Mr. Bach will check into inclusion in the borough’s landscape contract with LTI.

The staff will not be paid when it rains.  Still the staffing is complete, no new hiring is anticipated until August, if at all.  All of the staff has been re-certified.  Dave Stitz of the Police Department will present the blood-borne pathogen training.


Regarding the swim team, there have been some complaints about a lack of communication which has been rectified.  Home meets are scheduled for Wednesday, July 13th and Wednesday, July 20th.  Only a portion of the pool will be closed during meets.  Ms. DeCaro submitted a list of coaches for approval.  Their anticipated salaries will not exceed her $3000 budget.    


The Barracudas would like to discuss a proposal to make the Ramsey pool a year-round facility by enclosing it in a bubble.  


The program for autistic children at the kiddie pool will continue on Friday mornings.  They will pay for the lifeguards.


A letter was received from Lynne Houle of Canandaigua, New York, regarding a pro-rated pool membership for her family when it relocates to Ramsey in August.  It has been pool policy to pro-rate membership fees in August.  

The request by Several Sources Foundation for pool usage was discussed and approved.


Chlorine was delivered on June 27th.  


Responsibilities for the eighth grade pool party were discussed.  Mrs. Jordan and Mrs. Dey will write a policy statement for the Smith School pool party.  There was also some discussion about parties which are run by individuals and groups, such as sports groups.  

Mr. Bach shared information from Capturepoint, a business located in Ridgewood, which would provide an upgraded badge system for the membership. 
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June 27, 2011

There were some comments about Pete and Mary’s.  They are closing the refreshment stand earlier than in the past.  They need to check with a manager before closing.  Mr. Bach will check to see if any payment has been received from them.  There have been requests for the fifty-cent break pops which were available in prior seasons. 

Since a lot of weeds were visible on the grounds, Mr. Truax asked about the status of Horizon.  Mr. Bach will contact them.   


The request for a switch from Plan A to Plan D by Lynn Ascione was discussed and approved.  She made her request before the pool opened full-time so it will be honored, as per policy.

Mr. Kiellar has been working on ADA compliance for the pool.  He has a design for the zero entry kiddie pool.  He also noted that the kiddie pool is starting to rust from behind.  The plan, complete with strategy and budget, must be in print.            


There was also discussion about the broken diving board.  It needs to be replaced or fixed.
