MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING, TUESDAY, OCTOBER 26, 2010

The monthly meeting of the Pool Commission was called to order at 7:38 p.m., Tuesday, October 26, 2010, by Chairman Heller.  Also present were Mrs. Jordan (arrived 7:45 p.m.), Mr. Kiellar, and Mr. Truax, Commission members, Mr. Collins, Pool Manager, and Mrs. Dey, Secretary.

Upon motion by Mr. Kiellar, seconded by Mr. Truax, the minutes of the September 28, 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as received.        
REPORT OF THE POOL DIRECTOR


A thank you was received from Jodi Smith of the Ramsey High School Athletic Association for the donated food items for their snack stand.

Mr. Collins reviewed his six budgeted accounts which have a remaining balance of $6,828.  There also is money left in the salaries budget.  Outstanding bills include the October payment to R & S Landscaping, Wiersma’s seasonal work including the winterization of the bathhouse and the refreshment stand which will be completed in late October/early November, and the “make-up” water, the water which had to be added to the pool because of the leak.  The water bill had been paid through June.


The groundwater relief valve in the deep end was repaired (drilled and tapped) by CFM in early October at a cost of $2,800.  CFM also charged $1,150 for the pool winterization.

There was discussion about the plan of action for the return lines.  According to an October 4th letter from CFM, in 2007 it had been determined by AquaTech that fourteen lines were leaking as shown on a schematic.  Those fourteen were rated from one (lowest sound) to five (highest sound).  Eight with ratings from two to five were repaired in January/February 2008 at a cost of $15,000.  If the repair of the other six is completed, CFM’s cost would be $10,800.  It was decided to contact Northeast Water Technology and have them repeat the procedure on all thirty-eight lines.  Then the repair work can be done on the worst lines first on a to-be-determined timetable.   


Ridgewood Awning took down the refreshment stand awning; it is stored at Mr. Collins’ home.  Their fee is usually $100.  R & S Landscaping did the winterization of the sprinkler system at a cost of $120.  The returned candy netted $408.08 from Pine Lesser.  Sales tax in the amount of $1,638 was paid in October for July, August, and September. 
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The wish list for 2011 includes the return lines work, sandblasting of the kiddie pool which should cost between $2,000 and $3,000, a new commercial hot water heater, a new camera system with barcode scanner, and an upgraded public address system with speakers.


At the November meeting of the New Jersey Pool Managers’ Association, the new handicapped/ADA requirements will be discussed.  Their 2010 survey results were shared.


The defibrillator was given to Mike Adams for the winter; it is stored at borough hall.


The eleven resumes which were received for the pool manager’s position were discussed.  To generate more candidates, the list of pool managers from the NJPMA’s website will be divided among the Commissioners who will contact them regarding the Ramsey opening.  To discuss the results of those contacts, the next meeting of the Pool Commission will be held on Wednesday, November 10th, at 7:15 p.m.
