MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING, TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 28, 2010

The monthly meeting of the Pool Commission was called to order at 7:42 p.m., Tuesday, September 28, 2010, by Chairman Heller.  Also present were Mrs. Episcopo (arrived 7:46 p.m.), Mrs. Jordan, Mr. Kiellar, and Mr. Truax, Commission members, Council Liaison Vozeh (arrived 8:14 p.m.), Mr. Collins, Pool Manager, and Mrs. Dey, Secretary.     

In accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, public notice of the meeting was published in The Record and The Ridgewood News and posted in the Municipal Building.

Upon motion by Mr. Kiellar, seconded by Mr. Truax, the minutes of the August 31, 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as received.        
REPORT OF THE POOL DIRECTOR


An e-mail was received from Kristen Davis, regarding the 4 p.m. openings.  Mr. Collins contacted her regarding the problem.  A thank you was received from the Ramsey Senior Citizens for the picnic at the pool on Wednesday, September 15th.   

The final pool finances for 2010 are as follows: memberships-$203,431 ($165,629-2009, $192,440-2008), lessons-$13,010 ($11,200, $8,040), swim team-$6,390 ($7,890, $4,950), front office-$23,848 ($19,732, $19,291), refreshment stand-$30,039 ($29,109, $30,597), taxes-$2,261 ($2,191, $2,303), total-$278,979 ($234,751, $257,621).  The total for 2010 is $44,228 greater than 2009 and $21,358 greater than 2008, partially because of the $20,000 for out-of-town memberships and excellent weather.  Mr. Mathieson is projecting a $48,000 surplus for 2011.    

Mr. Collins explained the plan of action regarding the water leak, delineating the relief valves issue in the deep end.  A clamp had popped off which can be repaired immediately, either tapped or welded.  The job will take a few days and cost approximately $3,000 which probably can be done through the 2010 budget.  The forty return lines had been rated three, two, or one by AquaTech.  Mr. Kiellar offered to put those ratings on a spreadsheet.  In 2007, ten of the worst return lines were done at a cost of $15,000.  The remaining thirty will be done in groups to be decided upon, fifteen/fifteen or ten/ten/ten or six/six/six/six/six.  


The winterization of the pool will be completed by CFM.  Wiersma will winterize the bathhouse and the refreshment stand.  R & S Landscaping will handle the sprinklers.


Recent bills include the last chlorine delivery in the amount of $1,370.  The Driscoll food bill was $8,571.  Cleaning World charged $4,688, the same as last year.  
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R & S Landscaping was paid $1,084 for August.  There will be September and October bills.  The “make-up” water, the water which had to be added to the pool because of the 
leak, has not yet been billed.  There is one more payroll; Mr. Collins will know the available balance by early next week.    


The two handicapped parking spots in front of the pool which the DPW added at the end of August were very well received.    


Mr. Collins reported that there were some refreshment stand returns.  Driscoll will issue a $585 credit.  He returned unopened boxes to Pine Lesser who will issue a reimbursement check.  He also donated food to the Ramsey High School football stand.


Wyckoff Awning will take down the awning next week and store it during the winter.


The Labor Day activities, including the games and the DJ, were excellent.  The DJ was paid $275.


The senior citizens’ party on Wednesday, September 15th, went well.


The Challengers’ soccer program, utilizing the pool’s soccer field, has started.


No one claimed $225 which was found on the pool grounds.  The money was deposited in the “front office” account.


Mrs. Jordan noted that there were problems with the 4 p.m. openings once school started for the managers, despite staying open an additional hour.  It was noted that there is a liability issue with someone other than a manager in charge.  She suggested that a policy be established, since such a situation may be repeated in the future.


The advertisement for the pool manager’s position was discussed and finalized.  Mrs. Dey will handle its publication.  She will collect and forward resumes to the Commissioners.  If necessary, a special meeting will be held to discuss the applicants.
