Annual Meeting of the Board of Trustees January 10, 2011
The Annual Meeting for 2011 was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by Mrs. Rennie, with the reading of the public meeting law. The board approved Paul W. Garbarini of Garbarini and Company as the library’s auditor by resolution by Mrs. Rennie, seconded by Mrs. Knauss, and passed.

The board approved Peter Scandariato as the library board’s attorney by resolution by Mayor Botta, seconded by Mrs. Rennie, and passed.

The by-laws were approved as written, having been amended in 2003, by resolution by Mr. Lonier, seconded by Mrs. Rennie, and passed.

Mayor Botta thanked the officers and the members of the board for their time and effort.  Mrs. Rennie thanked Mr. Lonier for his outstanding work, Mr. Hurley for his work as treasurer, and everyone on the board for their attendance and support.
