Job Description: Assistant Electrical Supervisor, Management Level

Summary

The Assistant Electrical Supervisor will provide assistance to the Electrical Supervisor in leadership and
supervision in the activities of the electrical and meter maintenance departments. The Assistant
Electrical Supervisor will help oversee and manage all personnel associated with electrical and meter
maintenance department. The Assistant Electrical Supervisor will be responsible for providing
assistance to the Electrical Supervisor in all administrative functions of the department including, but
not limited to, the assigning, supervision and review of all work, payroll, requisitioning equipment and
parts, obtaining quotes for supplies and equipment and any other duty necessary for the proper and
efficient operation of the departments.

Duties and Responsibilities

Overall responsibilities include, but not limited to, provide assistance to the Electrical Supervisor in
control of Electrical and Meter Maintenance Departments in accordance with all Authority regulations,
standards, and procedures. The Assistant Electrical Supervisor will work closely with The Electrical
Supervisor and other Departmental Supervisors to properly maintain and operate the Authority in
accordance with all rules, requirements and standards. The position will report directly to the Electrical
Supervisor.

Duties Include (but not limited to):

* Assistin the supervision and oversight of the Electrical and Meter Maintenance Department.

* Ensure that all equipment and appurtenances involved in electrical wiring, motors, and metering
are operating in a sufficient manner as to ensure public health and safety requirements.

» Ensure that all maintenance activities are carried out in accordance with all safety regulations
including all Lockout Tagout procedures.

* Assist in supervising and overseeing departmental staff in electrical and meter maintenance, in
addition to any other personnel assigned to the departments.

* Assist in supervising all electrical and meter maintenance operations; assure proper adjustment
of all electrical and metering equipment including the repair, replacement and calibration of
such equipment as necessary.

* Assistin preparation of departmental payroll.

* Assistin supervising departmental staff. Responsible for work schedules, work assignments and
review of work quality.

* Interface with the Authority’s engineering consultants, manufactures and vendors to ensure
proper and safe operation of the equipment.

¢ Ensure that preventive maintenance checks and procedures on electrical equipment are been
properly implemented and performed.

» Ensuring the proper ordering and purchasing of supplies, electrical equipment, motors and
other expendable goods required for the proper operation of Authority equipment and that
required inventories are maintained.



Assist Electrical Supervisor in the selection of staff; provide or coordinate staff training to ensure
safe and efficient performance; work with employees to correct deficiencies; implement
discipline procedures.

Assist in the Preparation and implementation capital improvement programs to ensure long
term and stable operations.

Develop and make recommendations of policies and procedures for safe, efficient and
compliant operation of the department.

Monitor staff training records to ensure adequate training requirements are met.

Assist in the preparation of mandatory reports to comply with State and Federal regulatory
agencies.

Assist in the supervision and oversight of all departmental staff involved in off-hour work
projects, standby calls and emergencies so as to ensure the proper repair and maintenance of
equipment is completed in an efficient and timely manner (at no additional compensation).

Carry and respond to all calls on the Authority issued cell phone when offsite and during non-
work hours so as to perform your inherent Supervisory duties, including but not limited to,
problem solving, delegation of work assignments, pre-approval of overtime and any other
managerial decision as required. On occasion, in emergency situations, the Supervisor may be
required to perform manual labor to complete said work to protect the public safety and health.

Ensure that staff is informed of and performs in accordance with the NBCUA policies and
procedures.

Qualifications:

High school diploma or GED supplemented by vocational/technical training in wastewater
treatment plant operations, collection systems and electrical repair and maintenance.

Five (5) years supervisory experience involving equipment maintenance or any equivalent
combination of education, training, and experience which provides the requisite knowledge,
skills, and abilities for this job.

Must reside in the State of New Jersey and possess and maintain a valid NJ driver's license with
acceptable driving record.

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey encourages local units to enter into agreements for

the joint provision of municipal services; and

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey authorizes entering into such agreements for shared
services pursuant to NJSA 40A:65-1 et. seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Northwest Bergen County Utilities Authority (the “Authority”) and the
Borough of Upper Saddle River (the “Borough”) had entered into a Shared Services Agreement
which commenced January 1, 2021 and had a termination date of December 31, 2021 for the
Authority to 1) act as the New Jersey Licensed Collection System Operator for the Borough in the
sanitary sewer system collection area defined on the sewer map attached and as more specifically
defined in the attached Agreement 2) respond to sanitary sewer collection emergencies 24 hours a
day, 7 days a week 3) coordinate all third party repairs of the collections system 4) coordinate,
participate and correspond to any and all NJDEP inspections and actions regarding the sanitary
sewer collection system 5) coordinate with the Borough any NJDEP hotline calls and
correspondence regarding the sanitary collection system 6) upon fequest, coordinate and conduct
a manhole inspection program and 7) upon request, can conduct New Jersey State Certified

Backflow Preventer tests; and

WHEREAS, the Borough has adopted its Resolution No. 44-22 authorizing entering into
a new shared services agreement with the Authority to receive the same services as previously

provided; and

WHEREAS, the Authority desires to enter into this agreement with the Borough for a
duration of one (1) year subject to the terms and conditions set forth in said agreement attached

hereto.

SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT

3 HIS SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT, made and entered into this é day of
20 A\, by and among:

"~ THE BOROUGH OF UPPER SADDLE RIVER, a Municipal Corporation of the State of
New Jersey, in the County of Bergen, hereinafter referred to as “USR” and the NORTHWEST
BERGEN COUNTY UTILITIES AUTHORITY, doing business at 30 Wyckoff Avenue, P.O.
Box 255, Waldwick, New Jersey 07463, hereinafter referred to as “NBCUA”.

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey encourages local units to enter into agreements for
the joint provision of services; and

WHEREAS, the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act (N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et.
seq.) promotes the broad use of shared services as a technique to reduce local expenses funded

by property taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act (N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 er.
seq.) allows for any local unit to enter into an agreement with any other local unit or units to
provide or receive any services that each local unit participating in the agreement is empowered
to provide or receive within its own jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, USR and the NBCUA have researched the feasibility of entering into an
agreement under the authority of Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act, whereby the
NBCUA would provide to USR the services of a licensed collection system operator, in addition
to other services as outlined more specifically in Paragraph 3 of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, USR has adopted Resolution #44-22 which authorizes USR to enter into an
agreement with the NBCUA, for the services as outlined in Paragraph 3.

NOW, THEREFORE, this Agreement is entered into by and among Upper Saddle River
and the NBCUA for the purpose of defining and specifying the obligations of the parties and
Upper Saddle River and the NBCUA hereby agree as follows:

1. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et. seq., both USR and the NBCUA shall adopt the
appropriate Resolution, which will formally authorize the entering into of this
Agreement between the parties.

2. The duration of this Agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year following the
commencement date. The commencement date shall be January 1, 2022.

3. The NBCUA shall provide the following services to the Borough of Upper Saddle
River:

a. The NBCUA shall act as the New Jersey Licensed Collection System
Operator for the Borough of Upper Saddle River in the sanitary
sewer system collection area defined on the enclosed sewer map as
“THE COMMONS?” and “PORCELNOSA?”. In the future, at any time

during the length of this agreement, the need arises to expand the
aforementioned collection system area, USR will notify NBCUA in
writing. NBCUA will respond, in kind, with an amended cost. If agreed
upon, said agreement will be amended to include the expanded sewer
areas.

b. NBCUA will respond to sanitary sewer collection emergencies 24 hours a
day, seven days a week.

c. NBCUA will coordinate all third-party repairs of the collections system.

d. NBCUA will, when necessary, coordinate, participate and correspond to
any and all NJDEP inspections and actions regarding the sanitary
collection system.

e NBCUA will coordinate with USR any NJDEP Hotline calls and
correspondence regarding the sanitary collection system.

f. NBCUA, upon request, can coordinate and conduct a manhole inspection
program that will involve the physical inspection of every manhole within
USR.

g. NBCUA, upon request, can conduct annual NJ State Certified Backflow
Preventer tests on all of your backflow prevention devices.

4. In consideration for the services to be rendered by the NBCUA to USR, pursuant
to Paragraph 3 above, USR shall pay to NBCUA:

a. Four (4) equal installments of $1,000.00 on or before March 1%, June 1%,
September 1% and December 1% of each year, for a total annual
compensation of $4,000.00. Additional cost will be billed as follows:

b. Non-Business hours — emergency responses (per man) $112.82/hr.

C. Business hours emergency/non-basic repair and catch $ 90.27/hr.
basin maintenance (per man)

d. Third Party Contractors for repairs and/or spare parts $Direct Cost

e. Manbhole Inspection Program $ 45.00/MH

f. Backflow Preventer Tests $150.00/unit

5. The NBCUA shall provide USR with an invoice reflecting all time and work
provided by its staff for repairs and response service during the previous month.
Said invoices shall be paid by USR within 45 days of receipt.

6. The parties agree to be bound by this Agreement for a minimum of twelve (12)
months. Starting six (6) months from the Commencement Date, either party may
terminate this Agreement by giving at least six (6) months written notice to the
other party.

7. Each party to this Agreement represents to the other party thereto that the
Officials executing this Agreement are fully authorized and empowered to do so
and to bind the parties to the terms of this Agreement, pursuant to law.

8. The parties recognize that the individuals who shall be designated as the Primary
Contact Persons are, the Licensed Collection System Operator and Superintendent
of the NBCUA for the NBCUA and the R

for USR. The Primary Contact individual shall be noticed on all issues of
importance and shall be responsible for initiating all requests for repairs and
corrective actions to be carried out by NBCUA or USR, as applicable.

The Primary Contact Persons shall jointly and cooperatively implement and
complete a reporting form to memorialize and record all required and/or
performed repairs, corrective actions, and responses to USR’s collection system.

The NBCUA will provide a certificate of insurance designating USR as an
additional insured, with the same limits and coverage as the NBCUA has in place
with their current insurance program.

USR assumes all liability for, and agrees to, indemnify and hold the NBCUA and
its agents, servants, employees, guests, licensees and invitees, harmless against
any and all claims, losses, damages, injuries and expenses, arising out of,
resulting from, or incurred in connection with any acts or omissions by USR, its
agents, servants or employees.

The effective date of this Agreement shall be January 1, 2022, and the expiration
shall be December 31, 2022, unless the agreement is terminated pursuant to
paragraph 6 above.

The NBCUA agrees to comply with all applicable federal, state, county and
municipal laws, rules, and regulations.

The terms of this Agreement shall constitute the entire understanding between the
parties and may only be amended by a written document executed by both parties.

8. DESCRIPTION OF CHANGE: Pursuant to the clause of this contract covering changes, the contractor shall furnish all
labor and material, and all work necessary to accomplish the following described work:

Contract Modification No. 4 (CM-04) provides compensation to the Contractor for costs associated with several additional
improvements necessary, as well as reductions in several bid items based on actual field conditions. A description of each
supplementary item added, as well as, the reduction items, are noted below:

1. Item S-13, Midland Park PS Fence Modifications: Additional labor and material costs to extend the replacement cost
for the existing fence along the front side of the pump station, as well as include replacement of the existing swing
gate and installation of a secondary slide gate across the new valve chamber and pump station entrance to facilitate
removal of the equipment during emergencies or maintenance calls.

1. NECESSITY FOR CHANGE AND REASON FOR OMISSION FROM PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS:

SUPPLEMENTARY ITEMS:

1. Item S-13, Midland Park PS Fence Modifications was needed to provide additional security on the front of the pump
station, as well as, provide a secondary access point to facilitate work around the new valve/bypass chamber and also
provide more direct egress to staff during routine maintenance and emergency work.

2. Item S-14: HHK PS Trolley Beam Replacement is for the additional labor and material costs to replace the existing
trolley beam in the dry well section of the HHK PS which was inspected and found to be deteriorating and in need of
replacement. The trolley beam is used to assist in the removal of the equipment from the dry well area to the outside
for maintenance or replacement.

3. Item S-15: Darlington and HHK PS Compressor Modifications is for additional costs necessitated to provide an alarm
system for the new cone valve equipment on the existing SCADA system in the event of a compressor failure.

REDUCTION ITEMS:

4. Ttems 11 (Dense Graded Aggregate Base Course), 14 (tack Coat), 15 (67x12” Concrete Flush Curb, and 16 (Fencing)
have been reduced to reflect actual as-built conditions based on field conditions.
